10 MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 13 APRIL 2010

11 MATTERS ARISING

None.

12 REGISTRATION FORMS

The deadline for submitting completed Registration Forms was extended to the next meeting.  Those present  were reminded that it is very important that their form is handed in before they can become a member of the Youth Council.

13 ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

Rosie Kemp was elected Chairman unopposed.

14 ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN

Flynn Thomas was elected Vice Chairman unopposed.

15 APPOINTMENT OF MINUTE TAKER

This item was deferred to a later meeting.

16 SKATE PARK

It was reported that initial investigations had taken place into alternative products.  It was agreed that the next steps were to:

· obtain accurate costs for the scheme (including equipment, materials, labour)

· extend the residents survey to properties nearer the proposed site

· establish who owns the land and seek their permission

· research sources of grant funding and fund raising schemes.  

Other issues to be considered are:

· clearance of the proposed site but this could probably be done using volunteer labour

· it may be possible to involve the Redbrook Village Trust

· there may be soil contamination issues

· building the scheme over time as funds become available

17 PUMP TRACK

It was reported that such a scheme could be developed quickly and for around £100.  Three locations on Clearwell recreation ground had been identified as possible sites but the possibility of bringing the football pitch into use would need to be considered.  The questionnaire would be delivered shortly and the responses collected by 25 May (in time to report to the Annual Parish Meeting).  The Youth Council would seek written permission from the Parish Council (as prospective landowner) for the implementation of the scheme.

18 PUBLIC AND SCHOOL TRANSPORT

There was considerable debate on these topics and it emerged that there appeared to be no logical explanation of the current situation.  It was agreed to seek further information from both Gloucestershire and Monmouthshire Education Authorities.
