27 MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 29 JANUARY 2009

- admission of press and public (clause 4.4)


- the fixing of the date (month) for the AGM and tying in the financial year dates (clauses 9.5 & 10.4)

- footnote 2 which considers the basis of possible future financial contributions from members


- a clearer separation of the Constitution from  the Terms of Reference

30 PRELIMINARY IDENTIFICATION OF AREAS FOR CONSIDERATION BY THE CONSORTIUM

The following topics were suggested (in no particular order):

- TV and digital radio reception


- encouragement of tourism / cycle track


- access to and use of the river


- cross border emergency services

- Japanese Knotweed

- Public transport (buses)


- Telephone services


- broadband


- cross border medical / dental services


- off-roading and use of motor vehicles on inappropriate lanes, tracks

- river bridges


It was agreed that these topics would be prioritised at the next meeting but it was stressed that all efforts must focus initially on the primary reason that the consortium was formed ie landslip problems on the A466.
