1 APOLOGIES

2 ADMINISTRATION

David Wheeler explained in broad terms the process by which meetings are held: agenda issued 7 working days prior to the meeting, the order of business and conduct at meetings, the process for voting on propositions and the process of minute writing and distribution.  All payments are to be made on request from the Parish Council which will issue cheques.


It will be necessary for a Chairman to be elected.  Richard Crighton will take the minutes for the first few meetings until a member is nominated to undertake that duty.


Members must remember at all times that they represent the parish and not only their particular village.

3 COMMUNICATION

Agendas, minutes and all notices etc will be issued by e-mail only.  Texting may be used between members for other messages. 

4 ISSUES RAISED

4.1 SKATE PARK



Interest had been expressed by some members in having a skate park installed in Redbrook – suggested location at rear of Little Chef car park (land believed owned by Gloucestershire County Council).  Support had been expressed for this by some 40 residents in response to a petition and also by PCSO Peter Timmins.  It was difficult and inconvenient for members to travel to the skate park in Monmouth or Ross although the possibility of providing transport was briefly discussed



It was resolved (voting: 7 for, none against) that Theo Tay-Lodge and David Wheeler investigate all the options including costs and present to the next meeting.



It was felt there was no demand for a skate park in Clearwell.


4.2 CLEARWELL RECREATION GROUND



It was suggested that a Pump Track could be built at little cost on Clearwell Recreation Ground.  It would be necessary to obtain the permission of the landowner (soon to be the Parish Council) and it was agreed that the views of residents in the vicinity would be sought – Will Kemp agreed to draft a questionnaire and to prepare sketches of the proposal with approximate dimension by 20 April for presentation to the Parish Council meeting on 27 April.


4.3 YOUTH SHELTER



It was agreed that there was no requirement for a youth shelter in either Redbrook or Clearwell.


4.4 SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION



It was reported that a bus (presumed private hire) transported pupils from Redbrook to Monmouth with approximately 20 on board at a reported cost of £5 for term, while pupils from Clearwell travelled on a different bus which left Cinderford, calling at Coleford, Broadwell, Sling, Stowe, Clearwell, Newland, Redbrook and Monmouth – the cost for that being £4.50 per day.  It was agreed to discuss this further to see if there was a way in which the two journeys could be combined with a view to reducing costs.


4.5 PUBLIC TRANSPORT



It was reported that a poor public transport service – particularly from Clearwell – made it very difficult to reach Monmouth at convenient times.  Rosie Kemp agreed to talk to her friends to establish when and to where they would ideally wish to travel.
5 SHADOWING THE PARISH COUNCIL

It was hoped that members of the Youth Council would attend and participate in meetings of the Parish Council when possible.  Minutes of each council’s meetings would be circulated to the other.

6 DATES OF MEETINGS


It was agreed that Tuesday evenings suited the majority of members and it was agreed that they would be held on the 2nd Tuesday monthly.  This would enable issues emerging from Youth Council meetings to be included in the agenda for the Parish Council meeting later in the month.  Start time to be 6pm (1800).
