It was confirmed that Cllr Wheeler had undertaken these on 21 February and found everything in order.  He did however raise the question of the basis of valuation of council owned land and the Clerk was asked to make some enquiries. 2994 HIGHWAYS AND RIGHTS OF WAY


Concern was expressed about the number of potholes in the parish and members were asked to bring an inventory of them to the next meeting.
2995 CLEARWELL RECREATION GROUND

2995.1 PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO CONSTITUTION



It was resolved to agree to an addition to the CRGMC constitution which, as a last resort, would allow the assets to be transferred to the Parish Council.  It was agreed that CRGMC were responsible for and should be allowed to run its own business subject to the Parish Council’s right of veto.

2995.2 GRANT APPLICATION TO COMMUNITY SPACES



It was reported that the grant application for £49340 had been submitted and a decision was expected around early May.



The Chairman opened the meeting up for public discussion.



Issues raised by members of the public alleged that the plan had “moved to a higher scale” with the inclusion of a pump track since the December public meeting and since letters of support had been written by residents.  The Chairman pointed out that both CRGMC and the Council had approved all elements of the application.  The YC had circulated their own letter about the pump track inviting comments and as a result had identified an alternative site for it. CRGMC had kept the public very well informed of their plans and had emphasised that the latest scheme was not set in stone, was available for modification and further public comment had been invited.


In support of the scheme it was stated the ground was underused since the cricket and football teams left and was at risk of becoming neglected.  The improvements proposed would provide the only outdoor recreational facilities for children in the village; at present there is nothing. 



It was agreed that all comments on the scheme should properly be addressed to CRGMC.

2996 PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN

It was reported that a group met on 16 February as a result of which a database of facilities in Clearwell was being constructed.  Information was still required from Newland and Redbrook and when available would be added to the database.
2997 PARISH PLAN

It was confirmed that a joint meeting of members and the Working Group to discuss ‘Planning For Real’ would be held on 23 February with Kate Baugh from GRCC attending.
2998 YOUTH COUNCIL

It was reported that the February meeting had been cancelled because there was no CRB checked adult available.

2999 CONCESSIONARY BUS FARES


It was understood that GCC were proposing to remove the concession from buses running before 0930 but Cllr Hale confirmed that arrangements were being put in place to enable use of the concession in rural areas before that time.  It was greed to keep a ‘watching brief’ and if necessary consider an intervention by the Parish Council
3000 REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR TERY GLASTONBURY


Cllr Glastonbury reported on the GCC budget for 2011/12 set at £396M, a reduction of £8.4M in cash terms, with the key task to protect services for the most vulnerable.  Boundary changes in 2013 would result in a reduction of 10 Councillors.  In response to a members question Cllr Glastonbury said he would enquire about ’Supporting People’ funding. In response to a question from a member of the public about sharing services Cllr Glastonbury said links were proposed to Tewkesbury BC and Gloucester City Council; FODDC were talking to GCC.
