2237.2 BUDGET 2008/09



The draft budget prepared by the Clerk was discussed in detail and minor adjustments made.  It was agreed to reject a funding request from the Gloucestershire Chest Fund Ltd and to add to the list of £60 grant beneficiaries the Forest of Dean Area Citizen Advocacy Trust.  It was agreed to increase the grant to the Sea Cadets to £60 to bring it in line with grants to similar organisations.  Grants are now grouped as follows:

Group A - £60 to local groups and organisations serving residents of the parish (paid under s.137)

Group B - £120 to groups and organisations based in the parish (paid under s.137)

Group C - £600 to each of the three village halls (subject to provision of audited accounts)


Group D – others: Redbrook Contact Group as a contribution to the cost of producing the

                              ‘Round Up’ £600 (paid under s.137) and Citizens Advice Bureau £175


It was thus proposed by David Wheeler, seconded by Terry Hale and resolved that the budget be formally adopted and that the Clerk be authorised to precept the District Council in the sum of £14500.  This represented a reduction of 9.97% over the current year and would create a shortfall of £2665 which would be funded from accumulated reserves.
