2368 MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD 24 JUNE 2008

It was proposed by David Wheeler, seconded by Terry Hale resolved that the minutes be accepted as a true record and that they be signed by the Chairman.

2369 MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

2369.1: re minute 2349 – Howard Hancock advised that he knew of two people, and Marie Griffiths knew of one, who were interested in becoming involved as a Neighbourhood Watch coordinator.

2369.2: re minute 2353.1 – it was agreed that ownership of the land on which the refuse area would be built would need to be established; it being probable that a lease or licence would need to be created between Two Rivers Housing and the Parish Council.

2369.3: re minute 2353.2 – three quotes had been obtained for the work at Clearwell Well in the sums of £1725, £1760 and £1852.  In view of the very small difference between the lowest two it was proposed by John James, seconded by Howard Hancocks and resolved to accept the quote by B J Harris Construction Services Ltd for £1760 as this firm had undertaken the work to relay the footpath surface and the quality of their work was known.  The proviso of awarding the contract was that the work was to be completed by 30 September 2008

2369.4: re minute 2355.2 – it was reported that no reply had been received from Redbrook Rovers AFC or Clearwell recreation ground committee regarding the siting of waste bins on their land; the Clerk was asked to contact them again.


2369.5: re minute 2355.4 – it was understood that the seat opposite The Bell in Redbrook was in fact a memorial to a member of the Freeman family and before any further consideration of installing a replacement it was agreed that Marie Griffiths would contact the family.

2379 REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR

Bill Evans reported that there was strong body of residents actively opposing the proposals by Two Rivers Housing and that the matter should be settled by arbitration.  Bill explained the reason behind the waste management consultation which the Council had just completed, explaining that GCC had to find an alternative to landfill and the options were a single incinerator in Gloucester or a Dispersal solution with smaller incineration plants around the county.
2380 REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

Arthur Thomas expressed frustration at the lack of inertia over the development of the Little Chef car park in Redbrook.  Terry Hale responded by advising that there was a funding shortfall which he, with others, was trying to fill.  It was agreed that the longer the delay the more difficult it would be to find the funds required.
