2353 HIGHWAYS AND RIGHTS OF WAY

2353.1 UPDATE ON LITTER BINS FACILITY AT HIGHBURY TERRACE



It was reported that following a site visit plans would be prepared for approval by Two Rivers Housing and residents and quotes for the work obtained.  The question of ownership of the land on which the facility would be constructed would require clarification.

2353.2 REMEDIAL WORK TO FOOTPATH AT CLEARWELL WELL



A quotation of £1760 had been received for the work.  Competitive quotes would be obtained.  The Clerk was asked to source possible grant funding

2354 TWO RIVERS HOUSING PROPOSED CHARGES


It was reported that various meetings had taken place between Two Rivers Housing and County, District and Parish Councillors and while the general feeling was that in many cases the proposed charges were legitimate (though there was some doubt about the legitimacy of others), it was the unprofessional manner in which Two Rivers Housing had undertaken the exercise which was the cause of the ill feeling.
2355 PARISH PLAN

2355.1 IMPLEMENTATION GROUP



It was reported that only 3 members attended the meeting on 16 June and thus little was agreed although it was hoped that the junior drama club would go ahead.  The next meeting will be held in September before the Parish Council meeting.  It was agreed that paper copies of local bus timetables would be distributed to pubs and shops in the parish.

2355.2 ‘QUICK WINS’ GRANT



It was reported that the ‘Quick Wins’ grant application had been successful and the notice board for Clearwell ordered. Payment for the luncheon club hall hire had been made for 12 months.  Permission had been sought from landowners in respect of the installation of litter and dog waste bins.
2355.3 HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY



It was agreed that Councillors would try and identify exception sites outside, but adjacent to village settlement boundaries before considering the commissioning of a Housing Needs Survey.  Reports to be brought to the September meeting.

2355.4 BENCH BY BUS STOP OPPOSITE THE BELL PH, REDBROOK



It was suggested that consideration be given to the replacement of the existing bench.

2356.1 INFORMATION PACK



Work on the pack was complete and members issued with one folder each for distribution to residents moving into the parish.  Replacement packs were available from the Clerk.  The pack would be reviewed every three months and updated as necessary

One high priority in the plan is the establishment of a Parish Emergency Plan which links in with
an initiative by FODDC to encourage parishes to draw up a Community Emergency Plan.  Details of the plan had been circulated to members and would be discussed at a future meeting

Bill Evans reported the requirement of the county to investigate ways of waste disposal, including incineration.  He also reported that the footway in Clearwell High Street required repairs.

Terry Hale reported on repairs to the Redbrook School Safety Zone flashing lights, that motor cycle activity on land adjacent to Pingry Lane appeared to be reducing and that negotiations had been re-opened with Gloucestershire Highways about the imposition of a 40 mph limit on the B4228 between Sling and The Orepool Inn.
