2816 HIGHWAYS AND RIGHTS OF WAY


2816.1 CLEARWELL CROSS BOLLARDS



The Clerk reported that the project to refurbish the bollards was to start imminently.


2816.2 MISSING CLEARWELL LITTER BIN



The Clerk reported that the bin would be replaced by FODDC


2816.3 MAJOR ROAD WORKS IN MONMOUTH



The Clerk reported having been advised by MCC of major works on the Monmouth river bridge starting in July and lasting four months. It was considered preferable to reduce the length of the work during the day to avoid peak times.  Serious concern was expressed over the chaos which would result and the Clerk was asked to request details of the Traffic Management Proposals and was given delegated powers under LGA 1972 s.101 to lodge a formal objection if appropriate.  The matter would also be referred to the Consortium of Wye Valley Councils.



Additional major work was planned for Monmouth town starting in July and lasting until April 2011.

2816.4 BIGSWEIR BRIDGE REFURBISHMENT



Terry Hale reported that it was planned to keep the bridge open during the work and to reduce the weight limit to 7 tonnes.  It was felt essential that adequate signage was in place.
2817 LITTLE CHEF CAR PARK


Terry Hale reported that work was on schedule for completion by 31 May.  It was understood that the project had come in under budget and that the surplus was to be used for landscaping not in the original plan.  The Clerk was asked to raise this point with FODDC and also to enquire what arrangements were being put in place for grass cutting the borders of the car park, bearing in mind the location within the AONB.
2818 CLEARWELL RECREATION GROUND

The Clerk reported that the land transfer was currently being dealt with by solicitors.

2819 YOUTH COUNCIL

David Wheeler reported that consultations were being undertaken by YC members on the Redbrook Skate Park and Clearwell Pump Track initiatives; it may be that the Parish Council will need to become involved in these consultations.
2820 PARISH PLAN

The Clerk reported that the newsletter about to be distributed sought residents’ views on new policies to be considered for the Parish Plan.

2821 COUNCILLOR SURGERIES

It was reported that there were two callers at the Clearwell event and none at the Newland event.  Traffic speed was the concern in Clearwell and Terry Hale would investigate the possibility of residents coming to an informal arrangement to create a chicane to slow passing traffic.


It was agreed to arrange one further round of surgeries in the evenings during the autumn.
