The minutes of the Working Group meeting held 13 October 2009  had been previously circulated and the Council agreed to the following actions at the request of the working group:

· To lobby District and County Councillors to have the repairs to the footways in Clearwell completed
· To initiate an annual litter pick in Clearwell (Pam Travers agreed to arrange)

· To obtain a report from FODDC on the development of kerbside recycling facilities

· To establish from the providers the demand for affordable / social housing 

· To maintain pressure on GCC regarding the downgrading of green lanes and Class 5 highways

· To lobby District and County Councillors to establish the position with regard to the supplementary Council Tax imposed to deal specifically with flooding alleviation

· To investigate the possibility of the provision of a bus shelter in Redbrook

· To suggest to the three hall committees that they consider the provision of broadband and IT equipment 

· To approach Central Networks for a voluntary contribution to the parish for the inconvenience caused by a recent extended power failure.

A meeting between the Council and the Working group would be arranged early in 2010 to 

review the Parish Plan.


The Chairman congratulated the Working Group on the excellent progress made in addressing the majority of the elements in the Parish Plan.
