2438.2 BUDGET 2009/10


Members consider the first draft prepared by the Clerk and discussed various aspects of it.  The Clerk was asked to produce a second draft for consideration at the next meeting covering several different scenarios.  Members were asked to consider, for the next meeting, any projects which they would wish to be considered for inclusion in the budget.  It was suggested that part or all of the outstanding loan to Clearwell Memorial Hall (£3000 plus interest) be converted to a grant.
2438.3 PURCHASE OF PLAY EQUIPMENT FOR CLEARWELL RECREATION GROUND COMMITTEE


It was reported that a sum of £394.38 had been received which would cover the two items purchased (one of which is included at minute 2438.1.2)

2439 HIGHWAYS AND RIGHTS OF WAY

2439.1 GCC LORRY WATCH SCHEME


The meeting considered a schematic map of the parish produced by the Clerk of the roads in the parish and their weight limits.  In was agreed that this be forwarded to GCC with an invitation for the officer to attend a Council meeting to explain the details of the scheme.


2439.2 HIGHWAY 3/357 UPPER REDBROOK TO CHERRY ORCHARD



It was reported that Gloucestershire Highways were seeking solutions to the problem of water flowing across the road.

2439.3 CLEARWELL CROSS


It was reported that a quote was being obtained for the refurbishment in situ of the bollards around the cross.
2440 LITTLE CHEF CAR PARK DEVELOPMENT


It was noted that the potholes were worsening and FODDC would be asked to make temporary repairs.  It was anticipated that there would be some progress of the scheme early in 2009.  FODDC had acknowledged with thanks the commitment of £5000 made by the Council to the project.


2441 PARISH PLAN


2441.1 WORKING GROUP


Minutes of the last meeting had been circulated.  The group had agreed that at the next meeting on 11 November, members would come forward with suggestions as to the next elements in the plan which should be considered for implementation.

2441.2 CHAIRMANSHIP OF THE GROUP



The group had requested the Chairman need not be a Councillor; however as this would involve a reversal of a resolution passed by the Council the matter would have to be deferred until January 2009.

2441.3 LITTER AND DOG WASTE BINS



One of each type of bin would be located at:



Redbrook river bank (permission to be confirmed by landowners)



Redbrook Brewery Terrace (permission to be sought from landowner)



Clearwell outside each entrance to the recreation ground (Highways permission to be sought)

It was noted that a request to place bins on Clearwell Recreation Ground had been declined as the trustees were intending to make the area a dog-free zone.
2442 INFORMATION BOARDS


It was reported that a firm had been identified which could produce the boards, including the art-work – costs not established but estimated in the region £1000-£1500.  If the scheme were to proceed with a board in each village it was agreed to deal with them one at a time.  It was agreed to approach Mr Haile of Newland who had made the original suggestion to see if he knew of anyone who could prepare a draft of the artwork for the Council’s consideration.

2444 REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR


Bill Evans reported:

· attending a recent estimates meeting at which he raised the issue of water in the road between Cherry Orchard and Redbrook; an engineering solution was to be sought
· continuing problems with the pavement outside Clearwell school and the likelihood that the culvert under it would be moved
· the railings outside Redbrook school had been repaired after a considerable time

· discussion between Two Rivers Housing and the residents group had broken down

· that the A40 Over-Highnham road works should be all but completed by the end of the month

He also requested that contact details for himself and the two District Councillor be placed on the notice boards, which the Council agreed to.

2446 REPORTS FROM COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVES


2446.1 CONSORTIUM OF WYE VALLEY COUNCILS


Minutes of the meeting on 27 October had been circulated.  The group was to invite officers from the two county highway authorities to the next meeting to discuss, primarily, management of trees, communications and signage.  It was stressed that the original purpose of forming the group was to deal with the problem of landslips on the A466 and this would be the first objective; in time, the brief may spread to other areas of interest.  There is widespread interest among all the Parish, Community and Town Councils affected.


A constitution and Terms of Reference would be drafted for the next meeting.



The meeting agreed that Richard Crighton be appointed Clerk to the consortium and that Newland Parish Council would cover the minimal admin costs involved.  The host Council would cover the cost of hall hire.  All these procedures to be reviewed after 6 months.


2446.2 
COLEFORD AREA PARTNERSHIP



It was reported that the planning application for the Enterprise Centre had been submitted and that Atkins and Welsh Water were working together on the flood alleviation scheme in Coleford.


2446.3 POLICE COMMUNITY & CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE



It was reported that although crime figures overall were static the number of domestic violence offences had increased.  Talks continued on the speed limit on the B4228 through Sling.

2446.4 NEWLAND ALMSHOUSE WORKING GROUP



It was reported that the agreement with Marches Housing Association should be signed by the end of November.
