2900.1 REPORT OF MEETING HELD 14 SEPTEMBER



It was reported that this meeting was used to prepare for the two public meetings.

2900.2 REPORT OF PUBLIC MEETING – REDBROOK – 20 SEPTEMBER



It was reported that the meeting was attended by some 55 members of the public who engaged in a lively debate over the YC’s proposals for a skating facility in Redbrook.  Although the meeting was well presented it was felt by some that not enough detail of the scheme had been provided, nevertheless it was felt opinions wereroughly evenly split for and against the proposal.  Members of the YC had taken on board the comments and suggestions made.  It was agreed that the next stage would be for either a questionnaire (to be drafted by the YC and approved by the Parish Council) or a Parish Poll of the village to gauge opinion.


2900.3 REPORT OF PUBLIC MEETING – CLEARWELL – 21 SEPTEMBER



It was reported that the YC made a PowerPoint presentation of their plans which was well executed.  The meeting was more positive than in Redbrook and although some concerns were expressed about the proposed pump track there were few strong views expressed against it.  

2900.4 THE PARISH COUNCIL’S POSITION REGARDING THE PROPOSED PUMP TRACK – CLEARWELL RECREATION GROUND



It was recognised by all parties (the Parish Council, CRMC and the YC members) that there were conditions concerning insurance and Health & Safety which needed to be satisfied before the scheme could proceed.  It was resolved that, subject to the satisfactory resolution of all conditions, the Council supported the proposals of the YC for a pump track and that this decision should be passed to the CRMC and the YC.

2901 PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN


Although there were still some outstanding matters it was agreed that the Clerk should now compile a database of those who had agreed to be involved.

2902 PARISH PLAN


It was agreed to call a joint meeting of the Council and the Parish Plan Working Group to embark on the Planning For Real exercise.  Meeting: 2 November at 1900 – venue to be advised.  GRCC to be invited.

2903 STANDING ORDERS


It was resolved to adopt the revised Standing Orders as agreed at the July meeting (minute 2880).

2904 WATER AND SEWAGE CHARGES


It was reported that an e-mail had been received from a resident pointing out the anomalies in charges applied by Severn Trent Water (for the supply of water) and Welsh Water for the disposal of foul water.  It was felt that the situation did not only relate to parts of the parish but to a wider area including Staunton, English Bicknor, Coleford and possibly several English communities bordering the Wye.

It was further reported that it was known that a resident of English Bicknor had been pursuing the issue for many years without success.  It was agreed however that the Clerk would contact other parishes in the area for information and also forward the resident’s comments to Severn Trent Water, Welsh Water and FODDC seeking their comments.
